While | was there | mentioned a similar
item that is only at SUNY Geneseo known as the Out of the Blues. | am passing around what a
submission form looks like and if you would like to fill it out and give it to me, | will put them
into the system myself.

How exciting
is that? Thanks to John O'Hara the system is up and running and is available for your use. Please
keep in mind that an Out of the Blue does not have to be month specific, it can be from three
years ago if you really want it to be, and it does not have to be in great detail. A short couple of
lines can really make someone's day even brighter, I'd like to encourage you to use the system as
frequently as possible.

Finally, how do you do it? You can go to our website: http://www.genseo.edu/~nrhh and click on
the "out of the blues™ button and then click on the splat. That will take you to the survey that is in
front of you now. You can fill in the information and then submit it when you are done. Write as
little or as much as you want. Have fun with it. Just recognize people.
